USBC Certified – Scholarship Tournament 

Tournament Rules 

1) This Tournament is open to all USBC Youth bowlers. USBC membership cards must be presented at 

check-in. 

2) This event will be SCRATCH competition with separate boys and girls divisions.  

3) Entry fee will be $100.00 per entry: $60.00 lineage/expenses & $40.00 prize fund. Prize fund will 

be paid out 100% in plaques and scholarships (administered by the SMART program – Acct. #9009).  

4) Entries will be considered up to 4 pm on Feb 8, 2024. 

5) The first eight (8) games of qualifying will begin Saturday, Feb 10, 2024. Bowlers are expected to 

have completed check-in and received lane assignments no later than 30 minutes prior to start of 

bowling. The top 8 bowlers from each Division, will return at 9:00 a.m. on Sunday, Feb 11, 2024 

for seven (7) games match play. Pins from Saturday will carry over. Winner of match game will 

receive 30 bonus points. Points will be split in case of a tie. At the completion of match play the 

top five (5) finishers will then advance to the stepladder championship round to be held 30 minutes 

after match play. In this round the 5
th

 qualifier will bowl the 4
th

 qualifier, the winner bowls against 

the 3
rd

 qualifier and so forth.  

6) The Junior Gold Champions will be decided on games 1 thru 6 and posted after the completion of 

the eight game qualifier on Saturday. If interests warrants, another Jr. Gold Qualifier will be held on 

Sunday. JG Qualifiers will advance at a 1:4 ratio or a major fraction thereof. Ties shall be resolved 

with a 9
th

 & 10
th

 frame roll off with no practice balls, unless there has been a delay of 15 minutes 

or more. The roll off may occur on a different pair of lanes than the tie occurred on at the 

Tournament Manager’s discretion until the tie is broken 

7) First place winner in each division will receive their awards at the SSUSBC Annual Banquet. 

Plaques will be given to the winner of both Divisions. All other awards will be presented within 30 

days of tournament completion. The perpetual trophy will be displayed at the bowling center of the 

highest placing SSUSBC bowler. Awards will be presented on at least a 1:5 ratio in the Boy’s and 

Girl’s divisions with prize fund returned 100%. The highest not previously awarded bowlers for High 

Game and High 8 Game Series in each division will be awarded a $50.00 SMART Scholarship.  

8) Dress Code: Dress attire must be neat, clean, and proper fitting. Khaki/Dress pants or shorts 

fingertip length of any color. Black jeans only with no distress marks. Skorts/Skirts that are 

fingertip length or longer and must have shorts underneath. Collared shirts and/or recognized 

bowling shirt styles. Spandex leggings, exercise wear, basketball shorts, blue jeans, short shirts, 

that show midsection will not be permitted. Youth participants shall not wear apparel or use 

bowling equipment depicting racial, political, alcohol, tobacco, gambling, an illegal substance or 

inappropriate language/gestures or offensive subject matter. No electronics will be allowed in the 

settee area to include, phones, earbuds, or head phones. Hats will not be allowed, unless with a 

doctor’s note. Violators will be subject to disqualification and entry fee forfeiture. Tournament 

Manager and Volunteers will monitor dress code during all tournaments.   

9) USBC Rule # 303B will apply: Tournament management has supervisory control of all technical parts 

of the operation of the tournament. The decision of tournament management shall be final except 

where an appeal is made to USBC Headquarters.
